@) that the Cayman Islands Flag be raised and lowered at all prominent Government Buildings
daily;
(it) that the Cayman Islands Flag be conspicuously displayed at all Government functions

whenever possible, especially in the event that the Cayman Islands National Song is a
programme item;

(i) thata policy be established to guarantee that the Cayman Islands National song is sung
throughout each primary and high school, public and private, each day of school, and that
there be a flag raising ceremony each day at each school;

(iv)  that an official protocol of standing at attention be established for all those present while the
Cayman Islands National Song is being played;

) that penalties be established for improperly displaying or handling the Cayman Islands Flag.
